	Observation
	The evaluation results of the workshop by the participants showed that the activity was implemented to the satisfaction of the participants. However, due to various level of experience of participants with reference to different phases of development of nuclear power program in their respective countries, the level of understanding of the participants was a bit different. Since participants were provided broad base knowledge of IAEA safety standards and Korean practices about the workshop, they were able to corelate use of related knowledge gained in their respective country and organizations according to their own frame of implementation. 
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
